Why was the veil torn? 
Was it paralleling the baptism of Jesus? 
Foreshadowing the destruction of the Temple 
Revealing that God was no longer there-it was an object lesson that the Temple religious 
system was no longer operational 
Demonstrating that any separation between God and humans was now removed in 
Christ. Letting us in. 
Symbolically releasing the presence of God from one geographical place to roam free 
throughout the earth.  Letting God out.
